French-speaking Coalitions’ Coordination Meeting - Libreville 

27-29 June 2007
Introduction 

At the end of the PWYP African regional meeting, which took place at Limbe on March 2007, a regional action plan was approved by the PWYP coalitions throughout Africa.
In order to further develop, improve and implement some sections of the  action plan, the members of the PWYP campaign in Africa agreed to meet in Libreville, Gabon, from 27 to 29 June 2007 after an EITI training organized by the World Bank mostly for French-speaking countries in Africa. 
The PWYP workshop saw the participation of at least one representative from coalitions from the following countries: Mauritania, Guinea, Côte d’Ivoire, Niger, Chad, Cameroon, Sao Tomé and Principe, Congo Brazzaville, Gabon, DRC, and Angola. Also present in this meeting were the 2 Strategic Advisory Group (SAG) representatives, the regional coordinator, and representatives of Intermon Oxfam, one of the NGOs that are most involved in the creation of a sustainable capacity-building strategy for African coalitions.  
This meeting was a useful opportunity to discuss the capacity-building strategy that has been so far defined following the inputs of the March 2007 Limbe strategy meeting. It also helped honing up and enriching the PWYP protection strategy currently under elaboration. The workshop also saw the birth of the « PWYP-Woman » initiative for the promotion of women’s role in the PWYP African campaign. At the end of the meeting, the PWYP Gabonese coalition was officially launched.
Summary of the Objectives 

The following is a summary of main objectives and activities of the workshop.

Output : 5 year capacity building strategy and financial framework 

	Definition of protection strategy 
	1. Approve and enrich the road map drafted by PWYP Cameroon on the campaigner’s protection (especially on the methodology and on development of the risk barometer, national surveys, verification mechanisms, alert mechanisms, monitoring mechanisms).
2. Define a management framework and possible financial contributions for the protection fund. 

Output 1: Approved protection strategy
Output 2: Approved road map for the establishment of the protection fund. 


These objectives were only partly met. Due to the inability to assure simultaneous translation during the workshop, only French- speaking coalitions who participated in the World Bank training program on EITI before the workshop (25-27 June 2007) stayed on to then take part in the PWYP Coordination meeting. 
All the strategies discussed will consequently be submitted for examination and approval by the English-speaking coalitions during a specific workshop which will be organized in the forthcoming months.
Also, because of the difficulty in assuring the attendance a pan African advocacy expert, the first objective of this workshop was dropped and will be dealt with in the 2008 regional strategy meeting.  

Otherwise, the workshop helped in attaining objectives that were not initially planned – namely:
a. An exchange and coordination session between Raymond Dou’a and Jean Claude Katende, African representatives of the Strategic Advisory Group (SAG) of the PWYP campaign and Christian Mounzéo, African representative of the International EITI Board (IEITIB) on one side, and the  representatives of national coalitions on the other side. This meeting envisaged the creation of effective coordination mechanisms to assure a link and direct exchange of ideas between SAG and IEITIB representatives and PWYP members in Africa. 
b. The launching of the « PWYP-Woman » initiative for the promotion of women’s role within the PWYP African coalition.
c. The official launching of the Gabonese coalition, host of the strategy meeting. 
Final Program and Participants 

The final program and a list for participants are found in Annexes I and II. Apart form the participants invited to this meeting, as indicated on attached participants’ list, ten more delegates from the World Bank EITI training attended because of flight constraints. Also, World Bank’s Faustin Koyasse participated as an observer. 
Report on the Activities
1. Coordination meeting between national coalitions and the representatives of SAG and the IEITIB 

After congratulating the elected representatives of the SAG and the IEITIB, a brief outline of the roles of these organizations was presented. The audience and the elected representatives opened up a discussion on the creation of efficient coordination mechanisms which will help in better representing the interests and priorities of the African civil society within these two entities. Among the suggestions put forward, the following can be taken into consideration: 
· Creating consultation procedures and standardized communications for a more exhaustive consideration of members’ ideas, and giving them systematic feedbacks on decisions taken by the two entreaties. 
· Having a peculiar preoccupation on the involvement of English-speaking coalitions who do not have an English-speaking representative in SAG.

Going beyond the use of e-mail communication in organizing meetings with national coordinators in Africa.  

· Refining the communication strategy of national coalitions, who need to put in more effort to take over the actions and the campaign to grassroots communities and to the population.  
· And assuring French and English communications within the campaign and EITI. 
Other questions discussed include:
· The next SAG and IEITIB elections. It was concluded that next round of SAG representatives’ elections has to take into consideration gender questions, language equality and with at most one representative from the English-speaking coalitions.
· The creation of a post of Spokesperson for the African coalition. The African coordinator suggested that SAG representatives could be considered as spokespersons for the African campaign (he particularly pointed out that there are no representation prerogatives in his position). The audience disapproved of this proposal because such issues should be reconsidered in a collective manner in the presence of all the coalitions including the English-speaking coalitions. It was then decided that all discussions concerning this subject will be carried over to the regional conference of Abuja in 2008.  
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2. Campaigners’ Protection Strategy 
The strategy’s workshop was opened by the session on Campaigners’ Protection. This session was led by Raymond Doua of the PWYP/EITI coalition of Cameroon, leader of the contact group for campaigners’ protection at the international level. Raymond focused his presentation on the latest developments on members’ protection within the campaign. After an overview of the Limbe commitments, Raymond Dou’a centered his presentation on the following points: 
a. The need to establish a network of national focal points and local alliances with Law Firms. It was noticed that the members had not yet indicated the national representatives of regional Campaigners’ Protection commission; neither have they identified local allies as agreed in Limbé. 
b. Setting up of an intervention fund for members in need; this question was examined in Marc Ninerola’s presentation.
c. The elaboration of efficient tools on risk protection and intervention in case of an alert ( especially a Barometer of country risks, a mapping of risks types, a Standard Format on the verification of Alerts, and a Standard Format on the diffusion of justified Alerts). Here, Raymond explained that the regional strategy has been redirected to a global effort. For example, a RWI representative in collaboration with an international contact group on Protection will be responsible for writing the protection guide based on an analysis of the campaign’s experiences. This guide will be available from October. 
d. The creation of diverse partnerships. This question will also be examined by the Protection Guide. It will provide a sketch of partners to be engaged at the international level.
e. The training of national focal points on Protection mechanisms. As agreed in Limbe, this training will be organized in Niamey, but no longer in September. The meeting will effectively take place only after conclusion and approval of the Protection Guide by SAG. The meeting is currently scheduled for November and will serve for the presentation of the protection guide, and training members how on to use it. 
Lastly, Raymond presented a draft timeline for all the actions required at the national as well as international levels. A summary of this draft can be seen on Table I below.
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In response to this first presentation, Marc Ninerola dwelt on the financing of the Protection Strategy. He first of all reviewed the objectives established in Limbe, notably:
· Ensuring the availability of funds in case of a crises 
· Rapid assistance for PWYP members in need 
· Support allies such as lawyers (prevention)
· Financing prevention activities
Secondly, Marc explained that more effort is being put into complementary financial options. This entails the possibility of creating a centralized fund at the international level managed by an international NGO; mobilizing and managing available funds at the national level; and establishing partnerships with specialized organizations already managing funds and protection programs. 
The discussion with the audience focused on the approval of the strategy till its establishment, and the participants in general, encouraged the commission for Campaigners’ Protection in Africa to go forward with its work. 
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3. Capacity-Building Strategy 
The second day centered on the progress made from Limbe in the creation of a sustainable training strategy. The aim was to consult members and have their comments on the training ideas developed to date by the informal working group set up in Limbé.
Pierre Mboka of PWYP Cameroon led the introductory presentation on the training strategy. Pierre explained that the new training program strives at developing sustainable advocacy capacities in favor of transparency and supporting African organizations already having developed specific skills in the different training fields.  
The new program is based on the Limbe discussions and will target progressively 15 countries, taking into consideration countries with established or nascent coalitions. 
In particular, the project will see: 
· The set up of a training program geared towards national advocacy opportunities. In this respect, the project will support African coalitions in defining long-term advocacy priorities and frame them within an appropriate training program covering several years.
· The Set up of a regional capacity building coordination which will manage a Capacity-building fund to cover training needs of national PWYP coalitions.  

· The institutionalization of “thematic leaders”, or some African NGOs mastering issues such as the EITI, budget monitoring, advocacy techniques, the mining related issued, petroleum-related issues, and coalitions’ institutional reinforcement. These NGOs, sustained by a regional coordination for Capacity-building (distinct from the current regional coordination), will be equipped to support national trainings organized by PWYP coalitions. 
· The Set up of trainers’ training programs at the regional level mainly for « the thematic leaders » with the support of international NGOs and campaign partners.  
Further exploring the ideas laid out by Pierre Mboka, Matteo Pellegrini of PWYP Africa tilted towards the role of “thematic leaders”. These NGOs will become organizations with permanent roles and will be contacted in accordance with coalitions’ needs in the organization of training programmes. 
These “leaders” equally play a role in the creation of the regional strategy especially in elaborating courses and modules as well as training guides. They will develop their regional capacities progressively with the support of the regional capacity building coordination office as well as specialized technical partners of the PWYP campaign (RWI, NORAD, IBP, and IDASA etc.) The ultimate goal is to equip African NGOs for them to play an efficient and sustainable training role without constant resort to extra-continental skills and expertise.
Matteo explained that these « leaders » have to be African NGOs who have acquired basic skills  on the themes retained (advocacy and communication, petroleum issues, mining issues, the EITI and budget monitoring, institutional and coalition building), and possibly diverse language skills. In preference, they have to be NGOs already engaged in the PWYP or EITI processes or ready to adhere. 
Next, Matteo provided ideas on a mapping of African NGOs who might have reached a satisfactory competent level to play the role of potential leaders. These suggestions have been enriched by partners’ suggestions. It has been subsequently decided that the selection of these “thematic leaders” will come about by open, competitive and transparent bidding as part of programme implementation.
In the second part of his presentation, he centered more on the role of national coalitions. The objective of this program being to associate training activities with advocacy strategic objectives, it will be necessary for national coalitions to elaborate long-term advocacy plans. Only through the development of long-term advocacy strategies, coalitions will be able to benefit from the institutional and financial support provided by the program. It has been suggested that more advanced coalitions should serve as pilot cases for the programme, while others less advanced coalitions could benefit from the support of thematic leaders also for the elaboration of national advocacy strategies.
Lastly, Marc Ninerola of Intermon Oxfam (NGO involved in the programme development) concluded the training session with a detailed presentation of financing frameworks identified to support such strategy. For the moment, the campaign is focused on DIFID, which has recently launched a call for proposals within the framework of the “GTI” (Governance and Transparency Initiative). Cordaid, an international NGO-member of the campaign (a Cordaid representative took part in the Limbé discussions on capacity building) became the pioneer of this proposal with the support of other international NGOs and the regional coordination. Marc also presented a draft budget for the DIFID proposal. 
Since the majority of DIFID GTI funds must be channeled to local partners after the approval of the project (i.e. they can’t be managed by international NGOs), one local organization has been identified to host the regional capacity building coordination and the capacity-building fund. This organization is in Cameroon to facilitate synergies with the existing regional coordination (which is based at the international NGO CRS Cameroon). The choice fell on the NGO that is currently hosting the secretariat of the Cameroonian Coalition. 
Marc also pointed out the will of member NGOs to continue the development and if needed, the financing of the training program regardless of whether DIFID will or will not fund the programme. In the case of PWYP member NGO financing, the budget and the scope of activities planned will be more modest. 
Each presentation was followed by a debate. The most important questions raised were:
· The need for setting up an institutional framework which can effectively support coalition building and increase their efficiency. In this respect, it is important to introduce more flexibility in budgets for national training activities.
· The need for introducing an objective and impartial selection mechanism for thematic leaders, or requesting interested NGOs to do detailed propositions on how they entail accomplishing their role. 
· The necessity to leave national coalitions with the option of contacting national NGOs or consultants with required skills for conducting specific sessions and training programs approved by national coalitions. 
· The possibility of postponing the approval of this strategy to the Abuja meeting in the case where the DIFID financial opportunity fails.
· The need to ensure a « thematic leadership » covering the technical sides of advocacy as well as external communication.  

· The need for more advanced coalitions to develop from the very beginning of the programme long-term advocacy plans so as to function as pilot countries in the first phase of the project.
· On the contrary, coalitions needing external assistance in the development of an efficient and realistic advocacy plan could appeal to thematic leaders in the first phase of the project to develop their Advocacy and related training strategies. 
· The need to translate the budget in French in order to enable the French-speaking members to better appreciate its contents and make comments before its submission to DIFID’s demand. 
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4. Women’s Coordination for Transparency – « PWYP –Woman » Initiative
Léonie Kiangu of PWYP DRC led this session directed at promoting women’s role in the PWYP campaign in Africa. This idea was drawn from the coordination for the transparency of women engaged in PWYP DRC and was further developed during the Libreville meeting with the assistance of other regional campaigners such as Régine Poaty of PWYP Congo Brazzaville and Nodjiel Clémentine of PWYP Chad. 
This initiative finds its origin in the under-representation of women within PWYP. According to Léonie, this is due to less information on campaign objectives by women organizations, on fear of expression, fear of dealing with transparency and governance problems, and also a still too weak political consciousness of African women. 
The aim is to establish strategies that can build up women leadership in support of transparency, economic and social justice in Africa. This strategy can include awareness and training activities, debates on the EITI and PWYP initiatives within women organizations. This will require a mind shift, and a greater organization and mobilization of women already part of the campaign. 
Among the activities suggested by Léonie, we can mention:
· Creating a specific working group on the involvement of women organizations with PWYP. It could have the following tasks: 
· Organizing  an action plan on the issue
· Drafting information specifically directed towards women organizations 
· Exchange of information: “PWYP – Woman” distribution list
· Introducing quotas and mechanisms for female participation within PWYP and EITI institutions as well as PWYP regional and international meetings. 

· Publishing specific communication and awareness tools on campaign objectives for women organizations. 
· Carrying out a study/research on the role of women in the resolution of conflicts linked to natural resource exploitation, (HIV, prostitution, youth etc.) 
· Regional training of two female journalists/communicators within each PWYP coalition. 
· Gender analysis training on the use of revenues derived from petroleum/mineral industry.
In response to Léonie’s presentation, the audience encouraged her and all the other women present at the meeting to further elaborate this strategy and implement it with the assistance of PWYP partners. 

5. The Launching of PWYP Gabon
At the end of the workshop, the Gabonese Publish What You Pay Coalition (PWYP) was created. In total, twenty-one (21) non-governmental organizations and associations signed the charter which governs the functioning of this structure and that sanctions their endorsement of the international Publish What You Pay campaign.   

The launching was opened by the presentation of Raymond Doua, of PWYP/EITI Cameroon. He elaborated on the foundation, history and activities of the PWYP campaign at the regional as well as international levels. 
This presentation was followed by an introduction on the EITI and an overview of the actions undertaken by the Congolese coalition to promote transparency in the petroleum sector, by Christian Mounzéo of PWYP Congo Brazzaville. Christian dwelt on the risks faced by civil society dealing with transparency issues, and gave an outline of the misadventures of the Congolese coalition.
Further on, Arsène Meye a professor at the University of Libreville, animated the presentation: Can Gabon separate itself from the Rent economics? He affirmed that the role of Civil Society is to not so much to escape the resource curse but to escape the resource economy. In addition, he stated that “It is not only publishing what petroleum companies pay, but affirming a good distribution of revenue for the populations”. Most participants felt that the speech was entirely inappropriate given the workshop’s framework and goals. 
At the end of the ceremony, Marc Ona of Brainforest stressed the responsibilities that await each signatory of the PWYP Gabon charter in assuring the success of the campaign in Gabon.  

Conclusions

Organized by Brainforest Gabon and PWYP campaign regional coordination with the support of Oxfam, this two-and-a-half day meeting brought together French-speaking representatives from 11 Central and West African countries. It aimed at honing up the strategy established during the Limbe strategy meeting, and making it durable. 

In the forthcoming months, it will be of great importance to organize a same consultation meeting targeting English-speaking coalitions which could not participate in the Libreville meeting.

FOLLOW-UP 


The SAG representatives have to circulate a standardized consultation procedure to the African members for comments and approval. 


The election procedures for SAG and IEITIB have to be reexamined to take into account the questions of gender and language equality. 


The Abuja meeting will tackle the election of a Spokesperson for the PWYP African coalition. This question shall be included in the agenda of the strategy meeting (Abuja) 2008. 











FOLLOW-UP


The national coalitions have to respect Limbe commitments and establish national Protection strategies in accordance with agreed activities, notably by identifying their national Protection representative. 


Raymond Doua will follow up with national coalitions on the respect of Limbe decisions on the creation of national, regional and international protection strategies. 


Elaborating a Protection Guide at the international level


The Niamey training will be organized after publishing the Guide (approximately, in November 2007).

Organize an exchange session with English-speaking coalitions to discuss and improve on the project where necessary.
